WHAT ARE WE DOING IN PARK WOOD?

HOLLY

Many people have been unhappy with the holly
clearing in Park Wood. The holly has become
rampant since the removal of the laurel, neither

is indigenous to the wood. The Woodland Trust
(who manage the wood) has advised us to remove
one third of the holly, mainly the smaller whips and
bushes and to keep the more mature trees, allowing
the indigenous specious to flourish.

CLEARANCE

To allow plants and smaller shrubs to flourish it is
essential they have an element of sun and shade, the
bracken, brambles and holly are preventing this
from happening.
